Mohonk Preserve

Experience great hiking, biking, birding, rock climbing and

horseback riding at Mohonk Preserve in the Shawangunk Ridge.

Discover plants and animals in the preserve's 8,000 acres of

forests, fields and streams. The Visitor Center is open daily 9 to 5

p.m. and the land is open daily, sunrise to sunset. Activities include

hiking, biking and horseback riding on more than 70 miles of

carriage roads and trails and climbing on more than 800 climbing

routes.
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Minnewaska State Park Preserve

Located in Ulster County, Minnewaska State Park Preserve is

situated on the dramatic Shawangunk Mountain ridge which rises

more than 2,000 feet above sea level and is surrounded by rugged,

rocky terrain. The park features numerous waterfalls, three

crystalline sky lakes, dense hardwood forests, incising sheer cliffs

and ledges opening to beautiful views, clear streams cut into

valleys, 35 miles of carriage roads and 50 miles of footpaths on

which to bike, walk and hike. Visitors can also enjoy horseback

riding, swimming, picnicking, scuba-diving, rock-climbing

(technical rock climbing is permitted) or boating.
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A little over an hour from the sky scrapers of New York City awaits

a great day hike around Mohonk Mountain (Shawangunk). Sitting

in the middle of a vast estate, the Mohonk Mountain House is

surrounded by hiking trails. While there are many noteworthy trails

on the estate, the Labyrinth trail is one of the most popular for good

reason. It packed full of climbing ladders and crevices that require

some crawling. Additionally, there are resplendent views of the

surrounding area, especially from the Skytop Tower which you can

access via the Labyrinth trail.

They have dedicated more than 30

years to finding and planting grape varieties, and they have created

one of the largest vineyards in the region, focusing on

sustainability, environmentalism and producing vegan wines.

Main Street Bistro

Located at 59 Main Street in the center of downtown, the quaint

Bistro serves breakfast and lunch in a comfortable, casual

atmosphere. They specialize in eclectic American and Vegetarian

cuisine, but their varied menu features a wide range of dishes for

every taste. The Bistro's extensive beer and wine list contains some

of the most interesting and unusual bottles from around the globe,

and their in-house bakery provides wonderful, freshly-baked

breads, muffins, brownies, pies and many other delicious treats.
